These simplified maps represent the major
satellites of the Jovian and Saturnian
Systems on January 1st, 2100. All orbits
are marked in increments of 3 hours and
some orbits are additionally marked in
bold increments of 1 day to enable players
to plot the positions of the moons
reasonably accurately in the weeks
immediately following January 1st. Players
desiring higher accuracy may wish to
recalculate the moons’ positions from
their orbital periods, available in any
good reference book.

Note that all moons orbit the planets
counter-clockwise.
